SPECIAL SESSION     RUSH COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS    AUGUST 7, 2009
The Rush County Board of Commissioners met in special session, Friday, August 7th, 2009 with Commissioners, Tom Barnes, Marvin Cole, Ken Masters, Deborah Adams, Auditor, and Leigh Morning, County Attorney in attendance. 
Commissioner Tom Barnes called the meeting to order at 9:00am.  The purpose of the meeting was to further discuss the Courthouse Clock Tower Roof bids opened during their regular meeting on Monday, August 3rd.
It was noted that $29,394.00 had been received from EMC Insurance Companies for payment for damages to the courthouse tower.  Deborah Adams, Auditor, reminded the commissioners that these monies also included damages to the attic and third floor area of the courthouse.

Tom Barnes noted that the county is being awarded $55,000 through the United Way/Eli Lilly grant to be applied towards courthouse damages resulting from the June 2008 storms.

Discussion was also held as to addressing other minor courthouse roof related concerns during this period by the awarded company.  Adams did ask if this was allowed since it was not part of the initial bid specifications.  County Attorney Leigh Morning indicated that any other courthouse roof related areas would be addressed by a change order and was not a conflict to the original specifications.
Ken Masters made the motion to award the bid to Wellman Brothers Inc, of Coldwater Ohio.  Their bid was in the amount of $79,455.00.  After further discussion, Marvin Cole seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Ken Masters made the motion to adjourn the meeting at 9:35 am.  Marvin Cole seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
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
