SOLID WASTE


Carole Yeend, Solid Waste Director, thanked  Sheriff Jeff Sherwood for having the jail trustees clean the area surrounding the dumpsters.
DRAINAGE


Chris Nicholson appeared before the commissioners regarding drainage issues to his property on 850 West.  Nicholson was informed that the water way will be leveled this fall.  After further discussion Marvin Rees noted that he would review the water shed of the property.  The commissioners informed Nicholson that they would reassess the situation once the water way was leveled.
HIGHWAY


Jerry Sitton, Highway Superintendent, asked the commissioners to sign the ARRA Award Recommendation for the stimulus funding project 715 west from 44 to Base Road.  Marvin Cole made the motion to sign the paperwork.  Ken Masters seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  Sitton noted that Milestone will do the work.  The project is $164,124.20
SHERIFF


Jeff Sherwood, Sheriff, reported thirty-four (34) inmates currently being housed in the Rush County Jail.  Four (4) inmates are sentenced and thirty (30) are pre-sentenced.
RUSH COUNTY PUBLIC TRANSPORTATION GRANT


Wanda Henderson, Senior Citizen Executive Director, appeared before the commissioners to discuss the filing of the application for the Section #5311 grant.  Marvin Cole made the motion to allow the Rush County Senior Citizens Services apply for the grant on behalf of the county.   The Senior Center will on behalf of the county finance the $10,000 towards the county match of the grant.  Marvin Cole made the motion to sign Resolution #2009-3, Ken Masters seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
MILROY EMS


Leigh Morning, County Attorney, reported that at midnight August 31, 2009 Milroy EMS will not longer receive E-911 dispatch.

Marvin Cole made the motion to sign the Addendum to Ambulance Services Agreement for Rush Memorial Hospital to provide ambulance services to District 4 for the remainder of 2009.  Ken Masters seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  Ken Masters noted that the commissioners will reassess Milroy in general following this time frame.


Amber Lower of Milroy EMS reported that Milroy is doing private runs and are continuing with the training of individuals.

AUDITOR


Deborah Adams, Auditor, received approval of bi-weekly claims on a motion from Marvin Cole, seconded by Ken Masters.  Motion carried.


Marvin Cole made the motion to approve payroll claims for the period ending September 4th, 2009, Ken Masters seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
