REGULAR SESSION     RUSH COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS    OCTOBER  6, 2008
The Rush County Board of Commissioners met in regular session, Friday, October 6th, 2008 with Commissioners, Tom Barnes, Marvin Cole, Ken Masters, Deborah Adams, Auditor, and Leigh Morning, County Attorney in attendance. 
Commissioner Tom Barnes called the meeting to order.  Minutes of the September 29th, 2008 meeting was approved as presented on a motion by Marvin Cole, seconded by Ken Masters.  Motion carried.

EMA


Mike Ooley, EMA Coordinator, asked the commissioners to approve and sign the Sub-Grant Agreement in the amount of $107,759 for the 2007 Public Safety Interoperable Communications Grant Program.  The grant will allow the county to purchase 800 MHz radios for the county units.  The Grant agreement was approved on a motion by Ken Masters, seconded by Marvin Cole.  Motion carried.

Ooley reported that the council approved a transfer of $3,000 from fixed assets into services to pay Volunteer EMA coordinator for future services.  County Attorney, Leigh Morning, instructed the commissioners that they need to direct a job description for Puckett prior to the preparation of a contract.  Morning instructed the commissioners to specify as to if Puckett was being paid by task, by the hour, or by the month.  The commissioners instructed Morning to prepare as contract paying $1,000 monthly for services as Deputy EMA for the duration of 2008. The commissioners will re-address the contract in January.  Ken Masters questioned as to what tasks were required of Puckett to need payment for services and to confirm that Puckett was not being paid for past volunteer work for the county.  The contract will be signed during the scheduled Tuesday, October 14th meeting.

Auditor Deborah Adams questioned as to if contracted services can receive a half reimbursement from the state.  Ooley reported that no reimbursement is allowed.  Adams asked the commissioners to keep in mind that the county council turned down the proposed deputy position for the EMA department for the 2009 budget year.
MOSCOW  SCHOOL


Discussion was held regarding the council not wanting to fund the tear down and removal of the Moscow School and the possible bidding out the project once again.  Deborah Adams explained to the commissioners that appropriation first needs budgeted prior to bidding out the project.


Highway Superintendent Jerry Sitton questioned as to if ATI was part of the RL Coon bid and did the county bid out the asbestos

CLERK


Linda Sheehan, Clerk, asked permission to utilize the commissioner’s room on Election Day for a voting precinct.  Marvin Cole made the motion to allow the usage of the room, Ken Masters seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
I-T

Randy Herbert, I-T, reported that he has met with Ken Lawdin from the Treasurer of State office regarding the E-911 phone lines.  Herbert reported that the circuits will be reviewed that will bring a monthly savings up to $1,000

SOLID WASTE


Carole Yeend, Solid Waste Director, asked for information as to how to get a listing printed in the local phone book directory.

SHERIFF


Duane Raab, Chief Deputy, in the absence of Sheriff Jeff Sherwood who is on vacation,
Reported twenty-eight (28) inmates currently being housed in the Rush County Jail.  Eight (8) inmates are sentenced and twenty (20) inmates are pre-sentenced.

Raab reported that he is currently applying for a Rush County Community Foundation Grand of which the deadline is October 15th.

HIGHWAY


Jerry Sitton, Highway Superintendent, provided the commissioners with the September monthly report for their review.


Sitton asked the commissioners to sign the Engineering services agreement for “The Design of the Restoration of the Moscow Bridge” with Jim Barker of J.A. Barker Engineering, Inc.  The bridge project will be completed in three phases at a total engineering cost of $93,000 Marvin Cole made the motion to approve and sign the agreement. Ken Masters seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  

AUDITOR


Deborah Adams, Auditor, asked the commissioners to approve the monthly claims.  They were approved on a motion by Ken Masters, Seconded by Marvin Cole.


Discussion was held regarding the Welfare loan.  Leigh Morning, County Attorney, informed the commissioners that she is unable to prepare the “Bond Opinion” and that this would need prepared by a Bond Council.  Morning reported that other than the Bond Opinion she will be able to prepare all other legal documents.  Morning had prepared an initial resolution to begin the loan process.  Ken Masters made the motion for bids of rates to be opened at 9:30 am during the October 27th meeting.  Ken Masters seconded the motion.  Motion carried. Marvin Cole made the motion to approve and sign Resolution 2008-3.  Ken Masters seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
COURTHOUSE


Deborah Adams reported that The Traditions Group had submitted a quote for the courthouse Annual roof inspection and gutter cleanout.  The commissioners instructed Leigh Morning to issue notice to RJ Kunkle of  “The Traditions Group”  that any further correspondence shall be made through the county attorney and that their services are no longer needed.  Ken Masters asked Morning to issue the letter immediately.

SOLID WASTE


Carole Yeend informed the commissioners that the 2009 operating budget prepared and submitted to the council in September was lower than normal standards and may need to be visited in the future 

AREA PLAN


Ginger Ruble, Concerned Citizen of Arlington, appeared before the commissioners requesting their assistance regarding the building located behind her residence in Arlington.  Ruble reported that the only access to her house is via the alley that separates the properties.  Ruble continued by informing the commissioners that the building is in disrepair, with weeds, and wild animals causing destruction to both properties.  The commissioners informed Ruble that the county can’t instruct a tear down of the property but that they can and will ask for a determination from the Health Department.  

FIBER


Commissioner Barnes reported that a Fiber meeting with the City will be held Wednesday afternoon beginning at 4:30
