COURTHOUSE

E.I.D.D.


Brian Bergen of  E.I.D.D. appeared before the commissioners to discuss the E.D.A. (Economic Development District) hiring a flood coordinator to coordinate Federal monies for the June flood district.  Areas not covered through F.E.M.A., such as ditches, drains; wetlands previously removed will be addressed.
