REGULAR SESSION     RUSH COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS    NOVEMBER  10, 2008
The Rush County Board of Commissioners met in regular session, Monday, November 10th, 2008 with Commissioners, Tom Barnes, Marvin Cole, Ken Masters, Deborah Adams, Auditor, and Leigh Morning, County Attorney in attendance. 
Commissioner Tom Barnes called the meeting to order.  Minutes of the November 3rd, 2008 meeting was approved as presented on a motion by Ken Masters, seconded by Marvin Cole.  Motion carried.

SHERIFF


Jeff Sherwood, Sheriff, reported thirty (30) inmates currently being housed in the Rush County jail.  Twelve (12) inmates are sentenced and eighteen (18) inmates are pre-sentenced.


Sherwood reported that some of the inmates have been assisting with the sorting of the Moscow Bridge timbers.  The sorting will take approximately two additional weeks.


Sherwood finished by reporting that the new deputy vehicles have arrived and the switch over has begun.

E.M.A.


Mike Ooley, EMA Coordinator, updated the commissioners on the 2008 SHSP Grant.  Ooley reported that $400,000 was awarded to the entire district.  Thirteen (13) counties are within the district and will individually receive a portion of the $400,000 distribution.


Ooley clarified that Rob Puckett, who is now the deputy EMA Coordinator is not a paid volunteer.  Ooley reported that Puckett is being paid $3,000 for work beginning September thru December of 2008.


Rob Puckett discussed the FEMA damage assessment on the courthouse clock tower roof performed earlier today.  Puckett reported that the local Historical Society will be involved and will need to provide a written report for FEMA to be involved in the repairs.
HIGHWAY


Jerry Sitton, Highway Superintendent, reported that Rush County Schools wants to grant to the county a twenty-one (21`) foot wide strip on the East side of Walnut Street in Milroy.  Sitton reported that this donation of additional ROW is not in relationship to the school asking the county to build the road to the newly constructed Milroy Elementary School.  Ken Masters made the motion to approve and sign the Grant of Right-Of-Way and the Dedication of Public Right-Of-Way from Rush County Schools to Rush County.  Marvin Cole seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  

Sitton provided the October monthly report for the commissioners to review.

FAMILY & CHILDREN


Two (2) bids were received regarding the $425,000 Family & Children bond.  At 9:30 County Attorney Leigh Morning opened both received bids.


City Securities Corporation submitted a bid of 4% interest rate for two years and 5% interest rate for two years for a “Fund Bond, Series 2008”

Wells Fargo Brokerage Services, LLC submitted a bid of 5.15% interest rate for four years for a “County GO note, Series 2008”.  Donald Blume explained as to why Wells Fargo submitted rates for a note instead of a bond.  


County Attorney Leigh Morning instructed the commissioners that they need award the bid to the lowest submitted interest rate.  Ken Masters made the motion to accept the bid submitted by City Securities Corporation.  Marvin Cole seconded the motion.  Motion carried.


Resolution #2008-5 approving the sale of bonds was approved and signed on a motion by Ken Masters, seconded by Marvin Cole.  Motion carried.
