REGULAR MEETING                
RUSH COUNTY COUNCIL                        DECEMBER 10, 2008

The Rush County Council met in regular session on Wednesday, December 10, 2008 at 8:00 a.m. with Norman Winkler, Chairman, John Pavey, Gerald Mohr, Warren Norris, Kevin Spilman, Bruce Levi, Leigh Morning, Attorney, and Deborah Adams, Auditor in attendance. Councilman Jerry Kent was absent

Chairman, Norman Winkler called the meeting to order.  Minutes of the November 12th, 2008 meeting were approved on a motion by Warren Norris, seconded by Gerald Mohr.  Motion carried.


Council Chairman Winkler asked for a moment of silent prayer for Becki Kent, wife of Councilman Jerry Kent, who is in intensive care in W.S. Major Hospital in Shelbyville.

EMA

Charlie Smith, Posey Twp Fire Chief, reported that equipment was lost during the June Moscow Tornado emergency.  Smith reported that the $529.16 claim was originally submitted to Rob Puckett then an EMA volunteer coordinator.  The commissioners denied the claim during their December 1st meeting, but was reconsidered and approved during their December 8th meeting.  Smith quoted Section 12 of the EMA ordinance.  Smith reported that the Posey Twp Fire Dept was commandeered by the Sheriff.  Deborah Adams, Auditor, reported that there are funds available in the EMA budget for the submitted claim.  Smith reported that according to the EMA ordinance the council shall give approval of the claim.  Bruce Levi made the motion to approve the claim.  Kevin Spilman seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

The council approved a transfer of $3,000 from Emergency Operations (1-29-4-4) into Vehicle Maintenance (1-29-3-6) on a motion by Gerald Mohr, seconded by John Pavey.  Motion carried.
PUBLIC DEFE NDER


The council approved the transfer of $400 from Depositions (1-24-3-2) into Supplies (1-24-2-1) on a motion by John Pavey, seconded by Warren Norris.  Motion carried.

HEALTH


The council approved the transfer of $1,504.13 from Health Maintenance Septic (107-1000-3-8) into Health Maintenance Vehicle (107-1000-4-2) on a motion by Gerald Mohr, seconded by Kevin Spilman.  Motion carried.


The council approved the transfer of $2,270.87 from Health Maintenance Computer Training (107-1000-3-9) into Health Maintenance Vehicle (107-1000-4-2) on a motion by John Pavey, seconded by Gerald Mohr.  Motion carried.  


The transfers are for the recent trade in of the used van utilized by the Health Dept for the recently traded in sheriff dept vehicle at Chrysler Dodge.


The council approved the transfer of $2,000 from Health Travel (8-1000-3-5) into Health Environmental (8-1000-2-2) on a motion by John Pavey, seconded by Gerald Mohr.  Motion carried.
VETERANS SERVICE


The council approved the additional appropriation of $6,000 for transportation for Veterans to medical appointments on a motion by Gerald Mohr, seconded by Bruce Levi.  Motion carried.

CLERK


The council discussed the commissioner denied overtime for an employee of the Clerk’s office.  Gerald Mohr suggested that the commissioners request the employees’ daily time sheets and resolve the situation by the year end in order to save interest to the county.
SHERIFF


Jeff Sherwood, Sheriff, reported thirty-one (31) inmates currently being housed in the Rush County Jail.


Sherwood asked and received approval to transfer $3,183.95 from Auto Insurance (1-5-3-2) into Gasoline (1-5-2-4) on a motion by John Pavey, seconded by Gerald Mohr.  Motion carried.


Sherwood asked and received approval to transfer $2,000 from Drug Enforcement (1-5-3-6) into Gasoline (1-5-2-4) on a motion by Warren Norris, seconded by Gerald Mohr.  Motion carried.


Sherwood shared his concerns of County Ordinance 2007-3 regarding Sex Offenders.  Sherwood reported that at least seven (7) out of thirty-two (32) individuals have not paid their fees.  Leigh Morning advised Sherwood to pursue collections through the small claims court.  Sherwood asked the council to possibly review the ordinance and place some teeth into it to deal with the non-payment of fees.  Sherwood did report when asked that all sex offenders have registered within the county as required, but that only seven (7) had paid the registration fees.  Councilman Gerald Mohr suggested a payment schedule

Sherwood reported that the jail building roof is leaking in the back.  Sherwood will contact the roofing company.


Sherwood noted that that he could pay the Posey Twp equipment claim from the medical appropriation in the Jail budget if the EMA department falls short in funds.  


Sherwood reported that he would like to encumber $10,000 to $12,000 to address the building maintenance of the detached garage.  The council encouraged Sherwood to encumber the funds.


The council discussed the concrete repairs of the courthouse and the jail entrance.  Due to the cold weather it is possible that the repairs will not be done by the year end and the funds will be encumbered into 2009.

REVERSE 911


Jeff Sherwood, Sheriff, discussed Reverse 911 with the council.  Sherwood reported that grant funds may be available in late June 2009.  Warren Norris suggested that Sherwood wait on the grant funding.  Sherwood noted that he would like to have a one (1) year trial that would cost $15,000 to include weather.  Discussion was held as to how the land lines, cell phones would be utilized.

I-T


Deborah Adams, Auditor, asked and received approval to transfer $3,000 from Paper (1-27-2-1) into Courthouse Computer Maintenance (1-27-3-1) on a motion by Gerald Mohr, seconded by Bruce Levi.  Motion carried.


Adams also asked and received approval to transfer $8,000 from Equipment (1-27-4-1) into Courthouse Computer Maintenance (1-27-3-1) on a motion by Gerald Mohr, seconded by John Pavey.  Motion carried

Jerry Sitton, Highway Superintendent, asked and received approval to transfer $5,000 from Hwy Maintenance Stone & Gravel (2-202-2-5) into Hwy General Health Insurance (2-204-1-4) on a motion by Gerald Mohr, seconded by Warren Norris.  Motion carried.

SOLID WASTE


Leigh Morning, County Attorney, explained how the solid waste district had to separate from the county.   The council approved and signed Resolution 2008-22 authorizing the solid waste district to participate in the Public Employees Retirement Fund on a motion by Warren Norris, seconded by Bruce Levi.  Motion carried.
