DRAINAGE BOARD MEETING






DECEMBER 1, 2008

Drainage Board met in their regular meeting place in the Rush County Courthouse on December 1, 2008 at 10:00 a.m. with the following present: Marvin L. Cole, T.H. Barnes, Ken Masters, members; Leigh Morning, Drainage Board attorney; Marvin L. Rees, Surveyor; Mary Ann Higgins, secretary.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Cole.

A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to approve the minutes of the previous meeting and the Special Meeting held November 24, 2008.  Motion carried.

Hearings were the first order of business.  A list of interested parties attending can be found in the file in the Surveyor’s office.

ZACK SMALL TILE

A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to accept the proposed $10.00 per acre assessment.  Motion carried and the Final Order was signed.

HUBER/MARTIN/McFARLAND OPEN

A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to increase the minimum assessment to $5.00.  Motion carried and the Final Order was signed.

DAVID CANADY TILE

Written objection from Mr. Beale was read and discussed.  Motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to assess the proposed $15.00 per acre with a 2 year limit.  Motion carried and the Final Order was signed.

PERRY DAVIS TILE

A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters to assess the proposed $5.00 per acre for a period of 2 years.  Motion carried.

L F McDANIEL TILE

A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to assess the proposed $5.00 per acre with a 3 year limit.  Motion carried.

WAITS/WRIGHT

The Waits/Wright petition hearing scheduled for today does not follow statute and was not advertised.  The Surveyor presented the following: surveys, structure plans, watershed plan, cut and gradient profile, best and cheapest method of drainage, route, estimates and schedule of assessments.  A motion to set a hearing to be held on January 20, 2009 at 10:30 a.m. was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters.  Motion carried.

At 10:30 a.m. the regular meeting was resumed.

Surveyor explained how work was progressing.

ALEXANDER/PRIVETT OPEN

Surveyor explained work being done.

WM. S. HALL OPEN

Surveyor reported on work being done.

ABRAM HACKELMAN DRAIN

Work is needed up to the outlet of this drain.

COLLYER/KEHL/WILKINSON TILE

Need to get Fayette County landowners updated.

POND ORDINANCE

Ordinance was signed by Drainage Board.

Motion to recess until 10:55 a.m. was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters.

At 11:00 a.m. the meeting was again called to order for the purpose of hearings.

MUTUAL DRAIN – WALNUT RIDGE

After much discussion Barnes suggested to the landowners present that they meet to try to work out their problem and made a motion to continue the hearing for 1 year, with a 2nd by Masters, and the motion carried.

SAM TRABUE – HEARING CONTINUATION

Barnes made a motion to approve the reconstruction of this tile, with a 2nd by Masters.  Motion carried.

There being no further business to come before the Board, a motion to adjourn was made by Masters, with a 2nd by Barnes.  Motion carried.
