The Surveyor recommended awarding the contract to Culy Construction for the partial reconstruction of this tile.  A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to award and sign the contract with Culy Construction & Excavating.  Motion carried.

WALTER B HILL TILE

A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to sign the certificate of assessments for both Rush County and Henry County.  Motion carried.

ANNUAL REPORT

A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to approve and sign the Surveyor’s Annual Report.  Motion carried.
SAMUEL COHEE OPEN DRAIN

The Surveyor informed the Board that the watershed map is 90% complete.  He will have a reconstruction report along with a list of landowners presented at a future date.

MUD CREEK OPEN DRAIN

The Surveyor reported to the Board that after all the snow and rain the county received in the past months the work that was done on this drain was a great asset.  Landowners have notified the Surveyor that in the past there would have been flooding, but none occurred this winter.
WAITS/WRIGHT DRAIN

A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to sign the resolution authorizing a loan for the construction of this tile.  Motion carried.  The Surveyor also presented his job description for the Board to look over.
