The Rush County Board of Commissioners met in regular session, Monday, March 30th, 2009 with Commissioners, Tom Barnes, Marvin Cole, Ken Masters, Deborah Adams, Auditor, and Leigh Morning, County Attorney in attendance. 
Commissioner Tom Barnes called the meeting to order.  Minutes of the March 16, 2009 meeting was approved as presented on a motion by Ken Masters, seconded by Marvin Cole.  Motion carried.

SOLID WASTE


Carole Yeend, Solid Waste Director, reminded everyone present that the Tox-Away Center will be open Saturday, April 4th from 8:00am until noon.

I-T

Randy Herbert, I-T Technician, reported that the county is short fifteen (15) server licenses.  


Herbert also provided an E-911 site survey update.  Herbert reported that the monthly savings will be approximately $1,000 to $1,500 monthly.  The county should begin to see their return on their anticipated $40,000 to $45,000 invest within four (4) to five (5) years.  Herbert noted that he was still gathering information from other counties and I-T personnel.

EMA


Mike Ooley, EMA Director, reported:

· Nearly all the 800 MHz radios from the previous grant have been installed.

· Ooley reported that the outdoor warning system that was denied by the state in 2008 has been reapplied.

· Ken Masters made the motion to allow a RMH representative to have a seat on the EMA advisory board.  Marvin Cole seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
· NIMS 300 Certification.  All but 7 individuals have passed the certification.  Rush County is now considered to be federally compliant.

· GIS grant – 67 out of 92 counties are on the state GIS.  Ooley reinforced the need of a meeting between Sidwell and Manatron.  Deborah Adams, Auditor, reported that the GIS committee chairman Marvin Rees was providing a couple of available dates from which to contact Manatron for a meeting.

HIGHWAY


Jerry Sitton, Highway Superintendent, reported on Phase II of the Carthage Pike.  Sitton reported that Appendix “D” was reported by the state to be $1.6 million and is actually $1.8 million to be applied to project on 550 West including the bridge.


Ken Masters made the motion to take the matter under advisement and once the proper paper work is submitted a special commissioners meeting will be scheduled to approve the paperwork.  Marvin Cole seconded the motion.  Motion carried.


Ken Masters made the motion to approve a $25,000 Stimulus project contract with United Consulting.  Marvin Cole seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Marvin Cole made the motion to approve the 2008 Highway Annual report.  Ken Masters seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Marvin Cole made the motion to approve Phase II of the Carthage Pike construction.  Sitton reported that Mike Waldron of Butler, Fairman was currently in route with the paperwork.

SHERIFF


Jeff Sherwood, Sheriff, reported thirty-eight (38) inmates housed in the Rush County jail.  Eleven (11) inmates are sentenced and twenty-seven (27) inmates are pre-sentenced.


Sherwood updated the commissioners on the Region 14 Public Safety Communication Plan of the Federal Communications Commission.  Marvin Cole made the motion to approve the signing of a letter to David Smith, Director of Implementation of the Integrated Public Safety Commission. Ken Masters seconded the motion.  Motion carried.


Sherwood reported that Chad Bowles will soon begin work on the jail handicap ramp and the courthouse south steps.  

AUDITOR


Deborah Adams, Auditor, received approval for the payment of claims on a motion by Marvin Cole, seconded by Ken Masters.  Motion carried.


Payroll Claims were approved on a motion by Marvin Cole, seconded by Ken Masters.  Motion carried.


Adams reported that Milroy EMS had submitted the commissioner requested financial information.  The commissioners noted that they had received the information.  Tom Barnes noted that the request of additional funding will need addressed for the 2010 budget preparation.  The request for funding assistance for new members will be considered.


Adams asked the commissioners to renew a one (1) year contract allowing employees to participate in a payroll deduction as members of Anytime Fitness.  Ken Masters made the motion to renew the contract with Anytime Fitness.  Marvin Cole seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
