REGULAR MEETING                
RUSH COUNTY COUNCIL                        MAY 6, 2009

The Rush County Council met in regular session on Wednesday, May 6, 2009 at 8:00 a.m. with Norman Winkler, Chairman, John Pavey, Gerald Mohr, Warren Norris, Kevin Spilman, Jerry Kent, Bruce Levi, Leigh Morning, Attorney, and Deborah Adams, Auditor in attendance. 

Chairman, Norman Winkler called the meeting to order.  Minutes of the April 8th, 2009 meeting were approved on a motion by Gerald Mohr, seconded by John Pavey.  Motion carried. 
BUREAU OF MOTOR VEHICLES


Amended Ordinance 1984-1 (An Ordinance to Impose an Annual License Excise Surtax and Wheel Tax) was approved on a motion by John Pavey, seconded by Warren Norris.  Motion carried.

DRAINAGE BOARD


Marvin Rees, Surveyor, discussed the software challenges of the issuing of reconstruction bills and the penalties applied for late payments.

SHERIFF


Jeff Sherwood, Sheriff, reported thirty-six (36) inmates housed in the Rush County jail.
Sherwood reported that the improvements to the back garage cost $1,600 more than estimated due to additional cost of electrical upgrades.


Sherwood reported that the installation of the new wheel-chair ramp to the jail had encountered drainage problems.  Contractor Chad Bowles is working with the City to resolve and to tie into the city drain.

“CODE RED” – REVERSE 911


Councilman Warren Norris questioned the possibility of any liability issues that could be raised if paying “Code Red” out of the E-911 fund.  The cost of “Code Red” is $15,000.00 Sherwood recommended that the county go with a one (1) year contract.  Sherwood was asked to research reverse 911 with other counties.
E-911


Jeff Sherwood, Sheriff, reported that he had discussed with City Police Chief Ron Cameron the funding of city dispatchers from the E-911 fund.

Discussion was held on the funding of city and county dispatchers from the E-911 fund.  Deborah Adams noted that she had requested from county attorney Leigh Morning, clarification of understanding as to the County Commissioners providing E-911 and ambulance service to the county.
UNITED FUND – LILLY GRANT


Councilman Bruce Levi explained the Local Disaster Coordinating Committee funding of submitted claims during Phase I.  Levi reported that the county should receive $20,177 during Phase II.  Levi noted that a letter of support is being asked from the council.  Conversation was held regarding receiving FEMA reimbursement paper work as prepared and submitted by Rob Puckett.

Motion to adjourn was initiated by Gerald Mohr.  Bruce Levi seconded the motion, motion carried.
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
