The Rush County Board of Commissioners met in regular session, Monday, May 11th, 2009 with Commissioners, Tom Barnes, Marvin Cole, Ken Masters, Deborah Adams, Auditor, and Leigh Morning, County Attorney in attendance. 
Commissioner Tom Barnes called the meeting to order.  Minutes of the Special Meeting held April 20th, 2009 was approved as presented on a motion by Ken Masters, seconded by Tom Barnes. CARTHAGE FIRE DEPARTMENT


Carthage Fire Department came before the commissioners providing a sales proposal for two (2) hydraulic powered cots for their ambulance service.  The two cots will cost $20,719.16 and are needed as an upgrade to the existing cots.  The commissioners advised the department that they would take this into consideration during budget preparation.


Questions were also asked concerning the collection of oil and non oil based waste.  Carole Yeend, solid waste director was in the audience and addressed their questions.

HIGHWAY


Jerry Sitton, Highway Superintendent, provided the commissioners with the April monthly report.


Sitton reported that Dave O’Mare received the low bid of Phase II of the Carthage Pike Project.


The commissioners approved Ordinance 2009- on a motion from Ken Masters, seconded by Marvin Cole.  Motion carried.

SHERIFF


Jeff Sherwood, Sheriff, reported thirty-seven (37) inmates currently being housed in the Rush County Jail.  Nine (9) inmates are sentenced and twenty-eight (28) are pre-sentenced inmates.

Sherwood reported of water drainage issues located in the wheel chair ramp area.  The drainage originates at the jail roof, thru the wheel chair ramp and onto the street.  The drain will be tied into the city storm drain.  The additional cost will be between $4,000 and $5,000.
Sherwood noted that there are currently sidewalk issues on the west side of the jail that will need to be addressed in the near future.

Sherwood reported that Duane Raab is currently completing a Rush Shelby Energy grant application.  The grant deadline is May 15 and is for funds for the canine dog for the department.  Sherwood reported that the commissioners do not need to sign off on the grant.  

REVERSE 911


Jeff Sherwood, Sheriff, informed the commissioners that the council is in favor of getting Reverse 911 up and running.  Sherwood reported that he is currently researching other vendors.

I-T


Randy Herbert, I-T Technician, reported that the Health department computers are currently out of service.  Herbert finished by reporting that the air conditioner will be installed in the I-T room by the end of the week.

AUDITOR


Deborah Adams, Auditor, received approval of payroll claims on a motion from Ken Masters. Seconded by Marvin Cole.  Motion carried.


Bi-Weekly claims were approved on a motion by Marvin Cole, seconded by Ken Masters.  Motion carried.

Adams received approval to attend the Spring State Board of Accounts called meeting with two deputies on a motion from Ken Masters. Seconded by Marvin Cole.  Motion carried.

COURTHOUSE


Discussion was held regarding refinishing the entrance doors to the courthouse.  Local contractors will be utilized.

The commissioners discussed furthering the process of application of a security door mechanism for the courthouse.


Commissioner Barnes reported that two (2) companies are interested in repairing the damaged clock tower roof.  The clock tower roof is covered under insurance.  It was also discussed that fallen debris from the clock tower damaged the lower roof valley, and may be part of the insurance claim.

Commissioner Tom Barnes reported that the Homeland Security Advisory Council will meet May 21st in Muncie.  Barnes reported that an appointment needs to be made to the council by May 21st.
