REGULAR SESSION     RUSH COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS    MAY 26, 2009
The Rush County Board of Commissioners met in regular session, Monday, May 26th, 2009 with Commissioners, Tom Barnes, Marvin Cole, Ken Masters, Deborah Adams, Auditor, and Leigh Morning, County Attorney in attendance. 
Commissioner Tom Barnes called the meeting to order.  Minutes of the May 11, 2009 meeting was approved as presented on a motion by Ken Masters, seconded by Marvin Cole.  Motion carried.

E.I.D.D.


Mike McDaniel of E.I.D.D. (Eastern Indiana Development District) appeared before the commissioners encouraging Rush County to apply to the Indiana Office of Community and Rural Affairs for reimbursement from the Office of Community and Rural Affair’s CDBF Disaster Recovery Appropriation #1  

Marvin Cole made the motion to hold a public hearing June 8th at 10:30.  Ken Masters seconded the motion.  Motion carried the hearing will allow interested parties the opportunity to express their views on the proposed federally funded CDBG Disaster Recovery reimbursement.

TREASURER


Mary Ann Beard, Treasurer, asked the commissioners to approve and sign the contract with MainSource Bank to print and mail the 2008 pay 2009 tax bills.  Beard explained that the tax bills will be printed and mailed by June 5th and will allow a June 30th tax collections.  Ken Masters made the motion to approve and sign the contract.  Marvin Cole seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
G.I.S.


Marvin Rees, GIS Chairman, appeared before the commissioners reporting on the proposed GIS website.  Rees reported that the general consensus of the committee after viewing three websites was to go with Sidwell.  The committee also recommended going with a three year agreement.  Ken Masters made the motion to proceed with a three (3) year agreement with the Sidwell Company.

I-T


Randy Herbert, I-T Director, reported that the air conditioner will be installed in the I-T office this week.  


Herbert reported that he will be attending the June 1st E-911 meeting in Henry County.  Commissioner Masters will attend the meeting with Herbert.
AREA PLAN

Bill Todd, Area Plan Director, reported of complaints of a property in Manilla.  The abandoned property was not sold during the county tax sale, nor did the commissioners take deed to the property.  Todd questioned as to if the commissioners can take possession of the property at any time.  Todd indicated that he has funding for the demolition and Todd indicated that he has an intended buyer.  The only expense would be labor and hauling by CGS.


Todd questioned the status of the property located on 6th and Perkins Street.  Todd indicated that an individual is interested in purchasing the property.  A few concerns are currently being addressed.  Todd was informed that the property sale must be negotiated privately or auctioned.


Todd reported that he was dissatisfied with the GeoCom 911 addressing software.  Todd reported that the final $3,000 has yet to be paid, due to his not receiving what he felt was proper training.  Todd was advised to write GeoCom a letter outlining his concerns.  Todd discussed possibly breaking the GeoCom contract and contracting with another provider.


Commissioner Barnes informed Todd that an architecture has examined the attic flooring and has found it to be safe.
SHERIFF


Jeff Sherwood, Sheriff, reported twenty-nine (29) inmates currently being house in the Rush County jail.  Six (6) inmates are sentenced and twenty-three (23) are pre-sentenced inmates.


Sherwood reported that the construction of the wheel-chair entrance ramp to the jail is completed.  The hand rails of both the jail and the courthouse only need painted.

Sherwood reported on his research of the Reverse 911 system.  Sherwood reported that he viewed the Honeywell system at Shelbyville.  Sherwood indicated that the complex system does not include National Weather of which would be an additional cost, yet it does have unlimited messaging.  Sherwood reported that Code Red has limitations for the $10,000 cost and could easily be unlimited for an additional cost.  Sherwood reported that he will recommend Code Red to the County Council during their June meeting.

COURTHOUSE


Commissioner Barnes reported on the condition of the courthouse attic.  Barnes reported that the old clay tile is currently stored in the upper attic flooring creating stress to the upper area.  A stress crack has occurred in the upper beam of the clock tower.  Barnes indicated that the clay tiles (approximately 10 skids) should be hauled to the basement.   Barnes asked Sherwood to coordinate the hauling of the tiles to the basement.

Barnes reported that the comprehensive engineering study has been completed on the roof by Midstate Contractors.  The work will require being bid out to the public.  The bid will be posted on the county website and in the newspaper.

HIGHWAY


Jerry Sitton, Highway Superintendent, had nothing to report.

AUDITOR


Deborah Adams, Auditor, received approval of the May 29 payroll on a motion by Marvin Cole, seconded by Ken Masters.  Motion carried.


Ken Masters made the motion to approve the bi-weekly claims.  Marvin Cole seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
