REGULAR SESSION        RUSH COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS         MARCH 31, 2008
The Rush County Board of Commissioners met in regular session, Monday, March 31, 2008 with Commissioner Tom Barnes, Chairman, Marvin Cole, Ken Masters, Deborah Adams, Auditor, and Leigh Morning, County Attorney in attendance.
Commissioner Tom Barnes called the meeting to order. Ken Masters made the motion to transfer the meeting to the assembly room of the courthouse. Marvin Cole seconded the motion.  Motion carried

Commissioner Barnes welcomed Mrs. Kopenhaver, teacher, and her third grade class students of Rushville Elementary School.  The students were present to observe county government.

Minutes of the March 17, 2008 meeting was approved as presented on a motion by Ken Masters, seconded by Marvin Cole.  Motion carried.

SURVEYOR


Marvin Rees, Surveyor, updated the commissioners regarding purchasing two (2) flat screen TV’s and installing the appropriate wiring in the Assembly room and the Commissioners room.  Bill Todd reported that he has funds appropriated for one (1) flat screen TV and Rees indicated that he does not have the proper funds. Further discussion ended with Ken Masters making the motion for Rees and Todd proceeding with the wiring without purchasing the TV until budget approval is received from the state.

I-T


Randy Herbert, I-T Technician, recommended that the commissioners consider the presented cost proposal for GeoLynx DMS for E-911 data management software.  The cost of the software is $12,600.  Marvin Cole made the motion to move forward on Herbert’s recommendation.  Ken Masters seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

FIBER


Randy Herbert, I-T Technician, reported that fiber hook up with the Police Department, Mayors Office and the county has been completed.


Commissioner Tom Barnes reported that the Rush County School Corporation is interested in connecting onto the county fiber.  
A fiber board meeting will be scheduled within the next week.  Herbert was asked to attend.

COURTHOUSE


Judge David Northam, updated the commissioners regarding his meeting with the Indiana Historical Society.  Northam explained the costs surrounding the cleaning, and digitizing the submitted fifty-five to sixty original architectural drawings.  Bill Todd made note of utilizing the GIS plotter for coping the larger drawings.  Deborah Adams, Auditor asked to research Todd’s recommendation.   Marvin Cole made the motion to move forward with the project.  Ken Masters seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  

HOMELAND SECURITY


Mike Ooley, Homeland Security Director, reported that four (4) Homeland Security Grant Applications for the year 2008 has been submitted to the state.  The total grant dollars involved is $647,663.20

Ooley asked the Auditor to remind office holders of the April 19th deadline for submission of the shooter policy within their respective offices in the courthouse.

Ooley reported that CERT (Citizen Emergency Response Team) and LEPC has combined their efforts.  CERT has received approval for an $8,500 grant for emergency back packs and training.


Commissioner Barnes questioned Ooley regarding replacement of tornado alarms in Posey Township.  Ooley reported that the state did not approve this item on previous submitted grant applications to the state.

SOLID WASTE


Carole Yeend, Solid Waste Director, reported that the local FFA chapter will be conducting a volunteer clean up along Goose Road, Saturday, April 5th. 

Yeend reported that $6,100.90 has been received from Clark County Solid Waste District as a one-third grant reimbursement concerning the tox-away event held in September of 2007.

HIGHWAY


Jerry Sitton, Highway Superintendent, reported that the Forsythe Covered Bridge has been repaired and is now open.

Sitton also reported that the windows of the First Covered Bridge (Bridge #94) are half way replaced

SHERIFF


Jeff Sherwood, Sheriff, reported thirty-two (32) inmates currently being housed in the Rush County Jail.  Four (4) inmates are sentenced and twenty-eight (28) are pre-sentenced inmates.


Discussion was held regarding the dog warden position.  Commissioner Barnes will be attending a meeting with Mayor Bostic concerning the position.

AUDITOR


Deborah Adams, Auditor, asked the Commissioners to approve the submitted payroll claims for the period ending April 4th.  The payroll claims were approved on a motion by Marvin Cole.  Seconded by Ken Masters.  Motion Carried.


Adams reported that Council President Norman Winkler is inviting the commissioners to attend the council meeting scheduled for April 9th.  Senator Jackman will be attending the meeting to discuss the recent legislative changes.


Reviewed the Treasurers monthly report for the month of February.

GIS

Leigh Morning, County Attorney discussed her concerns surrounding the proposed County and Utility GIS Data Exchange Agreement submitted by Fountaintown Gas.  Morning’s main concern was that no fee or rate was mentioned in the contract proposal.  Deborah Adams, Auditor will contact surrounding counties regarding fees and rates.  Ken Masters made the motion to table the matter and to take it under advisement.  Marvin Cole seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

TRANSPORTATION ADVISORY COMMITTEE


Commissioner Tom Barnes will attend the TAC meeting scheduled later on Monday, March 31, 2008.  The meeting will be held at the Rush County Senior Center.

HEALTH BOARD


Commissioner Barnes updated the Commissioners on the recent health board meeting.

211 SERVICE

Rush County which is one of four counties will meet again Wednesday, April 2nd.  The county and the city have both been invoiced for services for the year 2008.  The main dispatch location will be in Wayne County.
