DRAINAGE BOARD MEETING                                                                           FEBRUARY 14, 2011

Drainage Board met in their regular meeting place in the Rush County courthouse on February 14, 2011 at 10:00 a.m. with the following present: Marvin L. Cole, T.H. Barnes, Ken Masters, members; Leigh Morning, Drainage Board attorney; Marvin L. Rees, Surveyor; Michele Gordon, secretary.

Minutes of the previous meeting were approved and signed by motion of Masters, with a 2nd by Barnes.

WILLIAM WILLIAMS TILE

A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to sign the certificate of prepaid reconstruction assessments.  Motion carried.

RUSH COUNTY STORM DRAINAGE PLAN

A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to sign a waiver of the drainage plan requirement for the Offutt/Winkler property.  Motion carried.

JOHN LAWLESS TILE

A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to accept and open bids for the reconstruction of this tile on March 28, 2011 at 10:15 a.m.  Motion carried.

BLOUNT/FLETCHER TILE & OPEN

Landowners are asking when this project will begin.  The Surveyor is still waiting for the NRCS office to finalize the project plans.  The Surveyor also reminded the Board that it was decided at the hearing to construct the open drain first and then come in later and install the tile.  How would billing be handled in this situation?  Would we send statements once the entire project was completed or individual statements as each portion of the project was completed?  It was the consensus of the Board that the project should be completed in its’ entirety next fall after the crops are off the fields and then one bill could be sent for the final cost of that project.  A letter will be sent to the landowners explaining this.
A motion was then made by Masters, with a 2nd by Barnes, to recess until 10:25 a.m.  Motion carried.

Meeting reconvened.

HENRY SCHRADER TILE – HEARING CONTINUATION

Interested landowners present can be found on a list in the file in the Surveyor’s Office.  The Surveyor informed the Board that there has been some private tile installed that will take several acres out of the watershed of this tile.  Because of this, the Surveyor presented a new estimate of $206.00 per acre for the proposed reconstruction.  A motion was made by Masters, with a 2nd by Barnes, to proceed with this reconstruction at a cost of approximately $206.00 per acre.  Motion carried and the Final Order was signed.

SAM KIRKPATRICK TILE – HEARING

Interested landowners present can be found on a list in the file in the Surveyor’s Office.  This hearing is for the purpose of maintenance assessments.  The drain is currently in debt due to work that has been completed on this tile.  The only question the landowners who were present had was how long the assessment would be collected?  A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to set the maintenance assessments at $6.50 per acre for one year then reduce to $1.00 an acre for the next 3 years.  Motion carried and the Final Order was signed.
JAMES V HILLIGOSS TILE – HEARING

There were no landowners present.  A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to set the maintenance assessments at $12.00 per acre for one year.  Motion carried and the Final Order was signed.  Once the account for this drain is out of debt the Board would like to consider a reconstruction of this tile.

GEORGE YOUNG TILE – HEARING

Interested landowners present can be found on a list in the file in the Surveyor’s Office.  This hearing is for the purpose of establishing a maintenance fund for the tile.  One letter of remonstrance had been filed by Mr. Knecht and he was present at the meeting.  Mr. Knecht said he had documentation showing that the tile had never been installed.  The Surveyor had documentation that he said showed that the tile had been installed.  After much discussion a motion was made by Masters, with a 2nd by Barnes, to dismiss the proceedings.  Motion carried.
There being no further business to come before the Board a motion to adjourn was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters.  Motion carried.
