DRAINAGE BOARD MEETING                                                                            FEBRUARY 28, 2011

Drainage Board met in their regular meeting place in the Rush County courthouse on February 28, 2011 at 10:15 a.m. with the following present: Marvin L. Cole, T.H. Barnes, Ken Masters, members; Leigh Morning, Drainage Board attorney; Marvin L. Rees, Surveyor; Michele Gordon, secretary.

Minutes of the previous meeting were approved and signed by motion of Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters.

Bill Todd appeared before the Board after receiving a phone call from Mr. John Hurst about a drainage concern.  Mr. Hurst had also contacted the Surveyor about this same issue.  He has a neighbor who is outletting water from his basement on to Mr. Hurst and causing an erosion problem.  The Surveyor has sent a letter suggesting a different route for the water but has received no response.  Another letter will be sent explaining a section in the Rush County Storm Drainage Policy that addresses this problem and the letter will also explain a section in the Subdivision Ordinance concerning set-back requirements.  If this letter receives no response then the problem becomes a legal issue between the two neighbors.

WILLIAMSTOWN – CONTINUATION

Interested parties present can be found on a list in the file in the Surveyor’s office.  Andy Schoelle, Decatur County Surveyor was also present.  The Surveyor updated the Board on the flooding concerns in Williamstown and gave his report and recommendations on how to hopefully alleviate the flooding.  This report can be found in the file in the Surveyor’s office.  A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to sign the Final Order to proceed with removal of obstructions.  Motion carried.  It is the hope that both the Rush County and Decatur County highway departments can help with some of the expenses of this project.

JAMES CASSIDY TILE – CONTINUATION

Interested parties present can be found on a list in the file in the Surveyor’s office.  The Surveyor presented adjustments to the proposed reconstruction stating that this would not change his estimated cost of the project.  One of the landowners present stated that the cost was more than she and her husband could afford and did not feel they would benefit from this reconstruction.  The Board acknowledged her objection but continued with the following motion.  The motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to proceed with the reconstruction.  Motion carried and the Final Order was signed.

GILSON-HERKLESS TILE & OPEN – HEARING

Interested parties present can be found on a list in the file in the Surveyor’s office.  The Surveyor had received one objection and he answered all the concerns listed in the letter.  The work that is being proposed will be done as maintenance and the final cost per acre will be determined once bids are received.  The landowners were told that the cost listed on the notice they received was just an estimate and the final cost per acre would be no more that what was stated in their letter.  A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Cole, to proceed with the maintenance on these drains.  Motion carried with Masters abstaining and the Final Order was signed.
A motion was then made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to close all hearings.  Motion carried.

RUSH COUNTY STORM DRAINAGE POLICY

A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to approve a waiver for the Chad Hankins property.  Motion carried.  A motion was then made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to approve a waiver for the Jay Springman property.  Motion carried.

WILLIAM WILLIAMS TILE
A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to accept the loan proposal from Main Source Bank.  The loan will be for $25,000.00 at 3.7% interest.  Motion carried.

ANNUAL REPORT

A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to accept the corrected Annual Report.  Motion carried.

REPORT TO COUNTIES

A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to accept the maintenance reports for Decatur, Fayette, Hancock, Henry and Shelby counties.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to sign the certificate of maintenance assessments.  Motion carried.

SAM KIRKPATRICK TILE

A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to sign the certificate of maintenance assessments.  Motion carried.

YEARLY EXPENSE REPORT

The Surveyor gave each of the Board members a copy of the yearly expense report showing the amount of money spent on each drain.  The Board suggested that the Surveyor send a copy of this report to the County Council along with a copy of his Annual Report.

There being no further business to come before the Board a motion to adjourn was made by Masters, with a 2nd by Barnes.  Motion carried.
