DRAINAGE BOARD MEETING                                                                                MARCH 14, 2011

Drainage Board met in their regular meeting place in the Rush County courthouse on March 14, 2011 at 10:30 a.m. with the following present: Marvin L. Cole, T.H. Barnes, Ken Masters, members; Leigh Morning, Drainage Board attorney; Marvin L. Rees, Surveyor; Michele Gordon, secretary.

Minutes of the previous meeting were approved and signed by motion of Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters.

ELLEN McILVAINE OPEN

Mr. Eakins, who was present, has brought to the Surveyor’s attention that there are trees in the open drain that are causing water to back up.  He has volunteered to remove those trees but the landowner has not given him permission to do so.  Mr. Eakins is asking the Board to send a letter to the landowner suggesting to them that they allow Mr. Eakins to remove the trees at no cost.  The other option would be for the Drainage Board to hire a contractor to remove those trees and then charge the landowners through their maintenance assessments.  A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to have the Surveyor send a letter to the landowner explaining these options.  Motion carried.
The Eakins Mutual Drain was also discussed.

JOHN LAWLESS TILE

The Surveyor asked Leigh Morning to draft a resolution for the loan that will be needed for the reconstruction of this tile.  He also suggested to the Board that a pre-pay proposal be drafted for future reconstruction projects.  He will present a draft to the Board at a later date for their approval.

LUCINDA HARCOURT TILE

Landowners are requesting work on this tile.  There is currently no maintenance fund for this drain.  The Surveyor will work on a report outlining maintenance work and possibly a partial reconstruction of this tile.  He will present this report at a future meeting.

HURST/KRAPF DRAINAGE ISSUE

Mr. Krapf called the Surveyor after receiving the certified letter explaining the Rush County Storm Drainage Policy.  Mr. Krapf claimed that nothing was connected to his tile and no water was being drained by the tile.  The Board suggested that the Surveyor contact Mr. Krapf and ask him to please remove the tile so there will be no future drainage problems.

WILLIAM WILLIAMS TILE

There will be no loan needed on this reconstruction project due to the number of landowners who have prepaid their assessments.  There are still a few assessments that need to be billed and collected so a motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to certify the remaining reconstruction assessments.  Motion carried.

There being no further business to come before the Board, a motion to adjourn was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters.  Motion carried.
