DRAINAGE BOARD MEETING                                                                                    APRIL 11, 2011

Drainage Board met in their regular meeting place in the Rush County courthouse on April 11, 2011 at 10:15 a.m. with the following present: Marvin L. Cole, T.H. Barnes, Ken Masters, members; Leigh Morning, Drainage Board attorney; Marvin L. Rees, Surveyor; Michele Gordon, secretary.

Minutes of the previous meeting were approved and signed by motion of Masters, with a 2nd by Barnes.

JOHN LAWLESS TILE

The Surveyor recommended the Board accept the bid submitted by Wenning Excavating.  A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to accept the bid and award the contract to Wenning Excavating.  Motion carried.

RICHARD PHILLIPS TILE

Mr. Ramsey is requesting some major maintenance on this tile.  The Surveyor stated that the maintenance assessments would need to be raised.  A hearing will need to be scheduled to discuss the work needed and the maintenance assessments.

MAIN STREET PROJECT

Wilbur Hoeing addressed the Board with his concerns pertaining to the drainage involved with the Main Street project.  The Surveyor stated that he has never received any drainage plans on this project.  The contractors are outletting their drainage pipe through the levee and into Flatrock River and have not requested to connect to the county drain.  This pipe is not in accordance with Army Corp of Engineers plans for the levee.  A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to deputize Mr. Hoeing as a representative of the Drainage Board.  Motion carried.  He will oversee the drainage and make sure the design contractor for the Main Street project abides by the Army Corps plans and the requirements of the Surveyor and Drainage Board.
BIG FLATROCK RIVER DRAINAGE BOARD

The Surveyor has been trying to set up a meeting for the Flatrock Drainage Board.  He is not receiving any cooperation from Fayette and Henry counties.  The Surveyor has also received word that the Rush County representative on the Board would like to resign.  It was suggested that the Surveyor send a letter to both Henry and Fayette counties asking them if their desire is to still have representation on the Board.  If so, they need to appoint a representative from their county so a meeting can be scheduled.  If they no longer want representation then they need to request that Rush County have total jurisdiction of the drain.  At that time a new Board would need to be established.

MUTUAL DRAIN – ELLIS POND

Mr. Ellis brought in pictures of water from the pond that is still coming on to his property.  There is nothing that the Board can do about this problem.

The Hurst/Krapf drainage problem has been investigated by the Surveyor.  Mr. Krapf has agreed to cap off his end of the culvert at the 20’ setback.  Mr. Hurst is requesting that the pipe be cemented closed.  The Board cannot require this to be done.
RUSH COUNTY STORM DRAINAGE POLICY

A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to approve a waiver for the Jennifer Warner property.  Motion carried.  A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to approve a waiver for the Dusty Flannery property.  Motion carried.  A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to approve a waiver for the Mike Bogan property.  Motion carried.

STEWART/HOLLOWAY TILE

The Surveyor reported on the continuing drainage problems in the town of Mays.  This tile may need to be reconstructed in the future to help alleviate some of these problems.  Until the Samuel Cohee is cleaned out this possible project needs to be put on hold.

There being no further business to come before the Board a motion to adjourn was made by Masters, with a 2nd by Barnes.  Motion carried.
