Drainage Board met in their regular meeting place in the Rush County courthouse on April 25, 2011 at 10:45 a.m. with the following present:  Marvin L. Cole, T.H. Barnes, Ken Masters, members; Leigh Morning, Drainage Board attorney; Marvin L. Rees, Surveyor; Michele Gordon, secretary.

Minutes of the previous meeting were approved and signed by motion of Masters, with a 2nd by Barnes.

JOHN LAWLESS TILE

A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to sign the contract with Wenning Excavating for the partial reconstruction of the tile.  Motion carried.

APC LETTER

Bill Todd sent a letter to the Surveyor and Drainage Board explaining that he had issued a certificate of occupancy for the Krodel property in 2009.  At that time the property had no ponds, nor was there any mention of constructing ponds.  Today there are two ponds on the property and the owners did not apply for a pond permit.  A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to have the Surveyor investigate and this issue will be readdressed at the next meeting.  Motion carried.

RUSH COUNTY STORM DRAINAGE POLICY

A request for a waiver of a drainage plan has been received for the Krodel property.  A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, that until the pond issue has been investigated no further action will be taken concerning drainage for this property.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to approve the drainage plan waiver submitted for the Reed property.  Motion carried.

MAIN STREET PROJECT

Wilbur Hoeing, representative of the Drainage Board, and the Surveyor attended a meeting with INDOT concerning the Main Street project and connecting their tile to Big Flatrock River Open regulated drain.  The Surveyor submitted plans showing the work that is planned and he stated that Mr. Hoeing was in favor of these plans.  Army Corp of Engineers has also been notified and they will be inspecting these plans also.
DRAINAGE CONCERNS

A landowner has notified the Surveyor about ongoing drainage problems at CR 700W and CR 550N.  The Board suggested that the landowner needs to file a petition requesting a drain be constructed before they can take any action.

GEORGE YOUNG TILE

Mr. Robertson is requesting another hearing.  A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, asking the Surveyor to send a letter stating that no additional evidence has been submitted proving that a tile exists.  Motion carried.   Once evidence is received further action could be taken.

FRALEY/WILKER DRAIN

The City of Rushville delivered a petition to the Surveyor’s office this morning.

There being no further business to come before the Board a motion to adjourn was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Maters.  Motion carried.
