DRAINAGE BOARD MEETING                                                                                           MAY 9, 2011

Drainage Board met in their regular meeting place in the Rush County courthouse on May 9, 2011 at 11:10 a.m. with the following present:  Marvin L. Cole, T.H. Barnes, Ken Masters, members; Leigh Morning, Drainage Board attorney; Marvin L. Rees, Surveyor; Michele Gordon, secretary.

Minutes of the previous meeting were approved and signed by motion of Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters.

CHERRY STREET EXTENSION

A representative from Butler Fairman & Seufert submitted preliminary drainage plans for this project.  After explaining the firms’ findings and recommendations a motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to approve the recommendations as presented by Butler Fairman & Seufert.  Motion carried.

RICHARD PHILLIPS TILE & OPEN

The NRCS office is recommending changes be made to the Surveyor’s original reconstruction plans for this drain.  The cost of the changes will be met through a cost-sharing program with the landowner and the NRCS office.  These changes do not affect the estimate the landowners within the watershed received with their notices concerning the reconstruction project.  A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to approve the changes to the job specifications for this project.  Motion carried.  The landowners within the watershed will be notified of these changes.
LAWLESS-SMITH-COOK OPEN 

James Newkirk is planning on installing a two-stage drain at his expense.  A motion was made by Masters, with a 2nd by Barnes, to approve the work that Mr. Newkirk will be doing.  Motion carried.

WM GARNER OPEN

Work is needed on this drain.  There is currently no maintenance fund for this drain so a hearing will need to be held to establish this fund.

ALBERT (IRA) SOMMERVILLE TILE

Mr. Weiler was present with pictures of his drainage problems.  The Surveyor believes there may be a blockage under the road.  He also stated that this would only be a temporary fix because the tile is in need of reconstruction.  The Surveyor then presented his reconstruction report to the Board.  A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to set a hearing concerning a proposed reconstruction for the 18th day of July, 2011 at 10:30 a.m.  Motion carried.  A second motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to go ahead and find out if there is a blockage under the road and fix it to help alleviate the current drainage situation.  Motion carried.

RUSH COUNTY STORM DRAINAGE PLAN

A waiver to the storm drainage plan has been submitted from Osborne Farms LLC for the purpose of building a new home.  A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to approve the waiver.  Motion carried.
LONG RANGE PLAN

The Surveyor submitted his long range plan for 2011 which is required by statute.  A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to accept the plan.  Motion carried and the Long Range Plan was signed.

APC LETTER - POND ORDINANCE
The Surveyor informed the Board that he had mailed a letter to the Krodels explaining the county had a pond ordinance in effect.  He has not had a reply.

FRALEY/WILKER DRAIN – PETITION
The Surveyor, through the advice of Leigh Morning, will notify the petitioners that they will need to post a $100.00 bond.  He then presented several reports to the Board for their approval.  Tom Barnes stated that he felt he should excuse himself from these proceedings in case there were any questions of conflict of interest.  There was no action taken on the reports that were presented due to the fact that the Judge will have to appoint someone to sit on the Board instead of Barnes.  Once the new member has been appointed the petition process can then continue.

DRAINAGE CONCERNS

Jerry Sitton appeared before the Board to let them know that Big Blue River had washed out part of a shoulder near the area where Carthage Pike Phase II begins.  He also noted that another flood event could jeopardize the road.  Sitton then mentioned the continuing drainage problems at the County Home Farm.  This is due to the railroad company incorrectly installing a pipe.  The Surveyor will be talking to the railroad company to ask them to address this issue.
There being no further business to come before the Board a motion to adjourn was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters.  Motion carried.
