The Surveyor will send a letter to the neighbor, Mr. Newkirk, respectfully requesting him to help with the expense of a larger tile that Mr. Ellis would like to install to hopefully alleviate the drainage problems caused by the pond.

APC LETTER – KRODEL POND

The Surveyor and Ken Masters met with Mr. Krodel and explained to him that there is a pond ordinance in affect and he should have applied for a permit.  The Surveyor will request that Mr. Krodel file the fee for a pond permit and also suggest that he correct the slope on the ponds according to the ordinance.

WILLLIAMSTOWN

The Surveyor reported to the Board on the work that has been completed on this project.  More work is still needed on the Decatur County side.
