
REGULAR SESSION     RUSH COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS     JULY 29, 2013
The Rush County Board of Commissioners met in regular session, Monday, July 29, 2013 with Commissioners, Bruce Levi, Mark Bacon, Ken Masters, Mary Ann Beard, Auditor, and Leigh Morning, County Attorney in attendance.  
 Commissioner Bruce Levi called the meeting to order. Mark Bacon made the motion to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of July 15, 2013 as presented.  Ken Masters seconded the motion.  Motion carried. 
The first order of business was to sign the zoning ordinance that was approved at the last meeting.

RIDE RUSH

Wanda Henderson presented the fiscal year report for Ride Rush.  Henderson shared that there will be no subsidy until October and until that time all age riders will be charged full fair.  The report also revealed an increase in usage of the service.  Ken Masters moved to accept the report.  Mark Bacon seconded the motion.

ASSESSOR

County Assessor, Mary Ann Bridges expressed the need for a new computer in the Assessor’s office.  Mrs. Bridges explained that the five computers in her office were on this year’s list for replacement but has yet to receive the computers.  Commissioner Levi reported that there is one computer available the remaining allotment has already been installed in other offices and the remainder of the aging computers will be replaced in the next phase.
CLERK


Debbie Richardson, County Clerk presented a contract from Eagle Accounts Group for the collection of support fees.  The company will charge the customary 30% fees from the debtor.  Mark Bacon moved to sign the contract.  Ken Masters seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

The local public records commission will meet in August and initiating digital records was discussed.

WAGE BOARD

The Commissioners have been asked to appoint a member to the construction wage board.  Ken Masters nominated Marc Houston and Mark Bacon seconded the motion. Motion carried.

SHERIFF


Sheriff Sherwood reported 34 inmates inhabiting the jail.  That number is declining since the Community Corrections program was initiated.  The Commissioners authorized the sheriff to advertise for bids for gasoline for 2014.  The jail is in need of a heat exchanger at a cost of $2,500-$3,000.  This will be paid from the jail budget.  The jail inspector will visit on August 14th.

AREA PLAN COMMISSION


Six members of the Area Plan Commission were present and took roll call to address the need for an interim director.  Kevin Tolloty has been selected by the APC Board as the APC director and will report to the county on August 12.  In the interim a proposal was presented to contract David Rogier, APC consultant as the temporary director for a period of two months. Much discussion ensued with a favorable compromise resulting. Mark Bacon moved that Mr. Rogier enter into a contract with Rush County for a period of two months, ending August 30th to assume the duties of interim APC Director.  The total amount of the contract is $5,310 to be paid in three installments.  Mr. Rogier will forgo his stipend for consultant while he is serving as director.  Ken Masters seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Joann Mull, APC member then requested to hire Kevin Tolloty effective after County Council approval.  Mark Bacon moved to approve.  Ken Masters seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.

Payroll was approved on a motion by Ken Masters.  Mark Bacon seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Mark Bacon moved to approve Claims.  Ken Masters seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Ken Masters moved to adjourn.  Mark Bacon Seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
