The Rush County Board of Commissioners met in regular session, Monday, May 12, 2008 with Commissioner Tom Barnes, Chairman, Marvin Cole, Ken Masters, Deborah Adams, Auditor, and Leigh Morning, County Attorney in attendance.
Commissioner Tom Barnes called the meeting to order.  Minutes of the May 5, 2008 meeting was approved as presented on a motion by Ken Masters, seconded by Marvin Cole.  Motion carried.

I-T


Randy Herbert, I-T Technician, reported on the Geo-Comm E-911 addressing software.

Deborah Adams, Auditor reported that E-911 funds were not available for the $12,600 invoice. The funding came from the Cum Cap Fund of which an appropriation will be created.

HOMELAND SECURITY


Mike Ooley, Homeland Security Director, reported that two (2) days of state wide homeland security exercises will be held October 3rd and 4th. 

Ooley stated that the tornado siren grant had to be resubmitted to the state.

Ooley reported that the EMA trailer will be on display at the Rush County Fair.


Authorities at the Indiana Soldier & Sailor home will be a primary emergency shelter.


Discussion was held regarding NIMS training being cost effective to have the instructors come locally.


Tom Barnes reported that he will be attending a district meeting in Muncie on June 6th.

SHERIFF


Jeff Sherwood, Sheriff, reported twenty-seven (27) inmates currently housed in the Rush County jail. Seven (7) inmates are sentenced and twenty (20) are pre-sentenced inmates.

Sherwood reported that the abandoned truck located at the old Manilla elevator has been red tagged.  Sherwood continued by reporting that the current owner was not able to be determined.  It was recommended that Sherwood contact the local salvage yard regarding hauling off the truck and other salvageable auto parts.

AREA PLAN


Bill Todd, Area Plan Director, voiced a complaint and outlined the situation surrounding the Air Evac ambulance, and how the trailer was modified to meet their needs.  Todd remarked that local legislators should be contacted.
Todd reported that Air Evac wants to be a good neighbor and will remove the FEMA trailer and replace it with another building.  Todd continued by noting that INDOT utilizes the very same FEMA trailers and expressed that the state should also look at their own faults.
The commissioners instructed Todd to write letters to local legislators, and to name sites and to take and submit photos.

AUDITOR


Deborah Adams, Auditor, reported that Todd Thalls has contacted her office regarding the ten minute presentation surrounding employee offered life insurance.  The commissioners will review the presentation along with the council during the council meeting scheduled for May 14th.


Payroll was approved on a motion by Marvin Cole, seconded by Ken Masters.  Motion carried.


Tom Barnes will represent the commissioners during the state mandated meeting to be held Wednesday, May 14, beginning at 11:30.  The meeting will also be attended by township assessors, one member of the county council, the county assessor, county attorney and county auditor.  Adams reported on the legal opinion received from Attorney General Steve Carter.
