Drainage Board met in their regular meeting place in the Rush County Courthouse on May 5, 2008 at 10:15 a.m. with the following present: Marvin L. Cole, T.H. Barnes, Ken Masters, members; Leigh Morning, Drainage Board attorney; Marvin L. Rees, Surveyor; Michele Gordon, secretary.

Minutes of the previous meeting were approved and signed by motion of Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters.

PRIVATE POND

Mr. Friddle was present and addressed the Board with his concerns about a neighboring pond.  Bill Todd made a site visit as Area Plan Director and informed the Board that the pond in question was in violation of a 40 foot setback requirement and the need for a fence as stated in the zoning ordinance.  The Board told Mr. Friddle that they had no jurisdiction over this issue and he would need to consult his attorney.

ALBERT BRUNE OPEN

Mr. Webb was present to request the lower end of this drain be cleaned out.  A hearing was held on this issue in September of 2007 and the Board dismissed the proposed plans.  The Surveyor will work on another proposal and present this to the Board at the next meeting.

POND ORDINANCE

The Surveyor had presented to the Board several pond ordinances from other counties for them to look over.  The Surveyor would like the Drainage Board to adopt an ordinance concerning private ponds.  Leigh Morning is not in favor of the Drainage Board becoming involved.  The Board plans on proceeding.

VERNE NORRIS TILE

A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to sign the certificate of assessments.  Motion carried.

ELMER BRANAM TILE 

A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to sign the document accepting the Kendall arm as part of this tile.  This tile will now be known as the Branam-Wissing-Kendall Drain.

SAM TRABUE TILE

Surveyor presented his partial reconstruction report.  A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to have a hearing on July 7, 2008 at 10:30 a.m.  Motion carried.

PETER MAUZY TILE

Surveyor presented his reconstruction report.  A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to have a hearing on August 4, 2008 at 10:30 a.m.  Motion carried.

LONG RANGE PLAN

The Surveyor presented his Long Range Plan and a motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to sign and accept the report.  Motion carried.

SAM YOUNG TILE

Wells Excavating turned in a bill to the Surveyor after he had already filled out his expense affidavit.  Before this additional bill will be considered for payment, the Board would like to have an explanation from Wells Excavating for the extra expenses.
