REGULAR SESSION        RUSH COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS         JULY  21, 2008
The Rush County Board of Commissioners met in regular session, Monday, July 21, 2008 with Commissioner Tom Barnes, Chairman, Marvin Cole, Ken Masters, Deborah Adams, Auditor, and Leigh Morning, County Attorney in attendance.
Commissioner Tom Barnes called the meeting to order.  Minutes of the July 7th, 2008 meeting was approved as presented on a motion by Ken Masters, seconded by Marvin Cole.  Motion carried.

COURTHOUSE


R. J. Kunkle and Dean Jundt of The Traditions Group appeared before the commissioners to further discuss tile replacement on the courthouse clock tower roof.  Photos were submitted reflecting the missing tile due to wind damage in early June.  Mr. Kunkle provided written correspondence addressing previous commissioners concerns surrounding warranty from using additional screws in the tiles.  Kunkle submitted a quote of $24,600 for the project.

Questions and concerns were expressed by the commissioners surrounding the Titan Mfg. LLC, and the tile manufacturer assuming part of the financial responsibility.  The commissioners asked for compensation to replace the tiles with Jundt indicating that he would talk to Titan Mfg. LLC.  The tiles were installed in 2007.

E.M.A.


Mike Ooley, EMA director, reported that the FEMA - PW (project works) claims are still being turned into FEMA.  Ooley reported that FEMA has requested a debris pick-up deadline to be scheduled.  Marvin Cole made the motion for August 30th is the final scheduled pick-up date for debris placed at the road side. Ken Masters seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  Ooley noted that the debris pick-up is at no cost to the property owners.


Ooley reported that he has applied for a $107,824.27 PSIC state wide grant.  The grant is connected to the 2007 grant that had previously purchased the 800 MHz radios.


Commissioner Barnes provided Ooley with a Reverse 911 system “Code Red” proposal to review.  The annual fee is $10,000 and the service would be coordinated with 911 director Jeff Sherwood.
SHERIFF

Jeff Sherwood, Sheriff, reported twenty-seven (27) inmates currently being housed in the Rush County jail.  Ten (10) inmates are sentenced and sixteen (16) inmates are pre-sentenced.


Sherwood reported that he has received seventeen (17) applicants for the new county merit deputy.  Testing will be held on July 26th.

Sherwood questioned the commissioners as to if the disaster ordinance placed on the Moscow area is still in effect.  Jerry Sitton, Highway Superintendent reported that county road from 500 west to 900 south and Skating Rink Road, along with the road 900 south to West of 500 west still have extensive road damage.  


Ken Masters made the motion to amend the previously amended disaster ordinance and remove road and travel restrictions on county road 650 west from the dead end to River Road.  Marvin Cole seconded the motion.  Motion carried.


Ken Masters asked Sherwood to again have the Raleigh community area roads patrolled by road deputies.

Adams noted that with everyone in the midst of preparing their 2009 budgets the meeting will only help answer any questions.
