DRAINAGE BOARD MEETING                                                                                         JULY 7, 2008

Drainage Board met in their regular meeting place in the Rush County Courthouse on July 7, 2008 at 10:20 a.m. with the following present: Marvin L. Cole, T.H. Barnes, Ken Masters, members; Leigh Morning, Drainage Board attorney; Marvin L. Rees, Surveyor; Michele Gordon, secretary.  Minutes of the previous meeting were approved and signed by motion of Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters.

RUSH COUNTY STORM DRAINAGE PLAN

The Rush County Schools submitted drainage plans for the Board’s approval.  The first plan was for the new Milroy Elementary School.  A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to approve the plan for Phase One of the project.  The Board will address the issue of possibly requiring a fence around the detention pond after the initial construction phase.  Motion carried.  The second plan was for the new Arlington Elementary School.  A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to approve the plan for Phase One of the project.  Motion carried.

SAM TRABUE TILE – HEARING

Interested parties present can be found on a list in the file in the Surveyor’s Office.  The Surveyor gave his report stating he was proposing a partial reconstruction of this tile from the outlet to State Road 3.  No letters of remonstrance had been received.  Those present were in favor of the reconstruction but were told the county had no money available to complete the project.  The Surveyor recommended that the Board wait until after the taxes are collected to see how much money would then be available.  The other option would be to take out a loan.  Upon this recommendation, a motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to take the partial reconstruction under advisement and continue the hearing until December 1, 2008.  Motion carried.
PRIVATE DRAIN – GOOSE ROAD WATERSHED

Mr. Hall claims the county highway blocked the water flow under the county road.  He wants a solution to the problem he has with water standing on his property.  The Surveyor recommended pumping the water to an open ditch that runs along the railroad right-of-way.  The Board asked the Surveyor to work on an estimate and report his findings once he has that information.

JOHN WALKER DRAIN – HEARING

There were no interested parties present.  The Surveyor gave his report stating that this drain needed to be cleaned out and was recommending raising the maintenance assessment to $15.00 an acre to cover the cost of the project.  A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to set the maintenance assessment at $15.00 an acre for a period of 3 years.  Motion carried.

WAITS/WRIGHT PETITION

The Surveyor reported that he had received a petition requesting the construction of a new tile.  The Surveyor then gave his Preliminary Report and his Additional Land Report.  Both of these reports can be found in the file in the Surveyor’s Office.  A motion was then made by Masters, with a 2nd by Barnes, stating that the petition does describe ¾ of the entire land that will be benefited by this proposed tile.  Motion carried and their findings were filed.  These findings can be found in the file in the Surveyor’s Office.  A motion was then made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to set the initial hearing for October 6, 2008 at 10:30 a.m.  Motion carried.  

POND ORDINANCE

A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to set a hearing for the proposed pond ordinance for August 4, 2008 at 11:00 a.m.  Motion carried.

In a related issue, Mr. Todd reported the Board of Zoning Appeals findings concerning Mr. Friddle’s complaint about his neighbor’s pond.   These findings can be found in the Area Plan office.

SAM YOUNG TILE

The Surveyor updated the Board by letting them know that a connection has been missed and that Wells Excavating will be taking care of the problem.  Other than that, the tile is working.  Concerning the money that Wells Excavating says is still due them, the Board would like for Mr. Wells to appear before them and explain the extra expenses.

MAURICE MANCHIE TILE

A motion was made by Barnes, with a 2nd by Masters, to sign the certificate of assessments.  Motion carried.

SAMUEL WYCOFF TILE

Russell Gettinger has repaired the tile and now a maintenance account needs to be established for this tile.  A motion was made by Masters, with a 2nd by Barnes, to set a hearing to establish a maintenance fund for October 6, 2008 at 11:00 a.m.  Motion carried.

The Surveyor reminded the Board of the upcoming hearing scheduled for August 4, 2008 at 10:30 a.m. for the proposed partial reconstruction of the Peter Mauzy Tile.

The Board then announced that their regularly scheduled September meeting has been changed to Friday, August 29, 2008.  

There being no further business to come before the Board a motion to adjourn was made by Masters, with a 2nd by Barnes.  Motion carried.
